MINUTES OF THE MONTHLY MEETING OF SPILSBY TOWN COUNCIL HELD ON THURSDAY 25TH NOVEMBER 2010 AT 7.00P.M. IN THE COUNCIL CHAMBER, FRANKLIN HALL, HALTON ROAD, SPILSBY

PRESENT: - COUNCILLORS D.PLEMING (CHAIRMAN), G.RYMER,  P.ODLING, M.LENTON, J.PEARS, G.IREMONGER, T.BEAUMONT, J.SWANSON (LEFT THE MEETING AT 7.45P.M.)
1) CHAIRMAN’S REMARKS

The Chairman welcomed everyone to the meeting and said how pleased he was that the recent public meeting had proved a success.
2) APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE AND REASONS GIVEN

Apologies for absence were received from Councillors A.Cadman and E.Moore. 
3) DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST IN ACCORDANCE WITH THE 2000 LOCAL GOVERNMENT ACT 

Councillor Lenton declared a personal interest in agenda item 15, as his alarm is serviced by the firm being proposed to install CCTV. Councillor Swanson declared a personal interest in agenda items 10 & 11, as a member of E.L.D.C.’s Planning Committee and in any other matters affecting the County or District Council. Councillor Pears declared a personal interest in agenda items 10 & 11, as a member of E.L.D.C’s Planning Committee. 
4) MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON 28TH OCTOBER 2010
It was proposed, seconded and agreed to approve the minutes of the meeting held on 28th October 2010.
5) CLERK’S REPORT AND MATTERS OUTSTANDING
Bassum sign

The Clerk reported she had spoken with members of the Twinning Association who were hoping to have the sign erected on the perimeter of the Buttercross car park, attached to a street lighting column. The Clerk was asked to ascertain if planning permission is required and Councillors agreed to look to see if they felt this was a suitable location for the sign before the next meeting.
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Dog bins
Councillors noted the red bins had now been replaced with black bins. Councillor Rymer was concerned about the amount of dog fouling along Boston Road and the Clerk agreed to speak to the dog warden at E.L.D.C. regarding this matter.
1 Market Street, Spilsby

The Clerk reported she had received a letter from E.L.D.C. advising the Council that the majority of the requirements of the Section 215 Notice had been complied with. Councillors noted E.L.D.C. did not consider it expedient to pursue the two minor points which had not been complied with.  
Interactive signs for Halton Road

Councillor Lenton had ascertained that the cost of each interactive sign ranged from £1000 to £3500. 
6) EMERGENCY SERVICES

P.C.Dickinson who was in attendance for the first part of the meeting, advised members of the Council that he had been to look at the C.C.T.V. system at the premises of I4 Security. His opinion was that the recorded images were very clear and that the system as a whole is very good. Councillor Beaumont queried whether the cameras could be seen ‘moving’. Councillor Lenton confirmed they could not. P.C.Dickinson advised the Council that there had been no crime to report in Spilsby since the last meeting. In response to this, Councillor Pears said she believed there had been a burglary in the Town. P.C.Dickinson agreed to check on this. Councillor Odling reiterated the Council’s request for a monthly Report of speeding offences, burglaries, arrests etc. P.C.Dickinson said he would see what he could do. Councillor Pears said she felt there had been an improvement at the Police Station since it had been manned voluntarily.   
7) E.L.D.C./COUNTY COUNCIL  MATTERS
Councillor Swanson spoke about the County Council’s current campaign for faster broadband in the County and said he would welcome the Town Council’s support in this matter. Councillor Swanson handed a copy of the Local Government Group Spending Review Briefing and suggested Councillors might like to read this.
8) CORRESPONDENCE
A questionnaire on working with Parishes had been received from the County Council. It was agreed all Councillors should be provided with a copy of the questionnaire and that it should be completed at the Council’s January meeting.
A letter from the Higasi Judo Club asking for the Council’s support for the new multi-sports centre being proposed for Spilsby was read out by the Clerk. It was unanimously agreed to send a letter of support.

12)REPORT FROM THE MEETING OF THE AMENITIES COMMITTEE HELD ON 17TH NOVEMBER 2010
Copies of the draft minutes of the Amenities Meeting held on 17th November 2010 were handed out following which Councillor Lenton gave a brief summary of the business discussed.

Allotments

It had been proposed that, in future, any large allotments could be divided into two to make a more manageable area and to accommodate more people on the waiting list. It was proposed, seconded and agreed to adopt this policy.

Franklin Memorial plaque

Councillor Lenton reported he was working on the plaque which would be up again the following week.  
Seat outside The White Hart

Councillor Pears had been to speak to the landlady as promised but had received the same answer as the Clerk. In view of this, it was agreed to ask E.L.D.C. exactly where permission for any seats has been granted in the vicinity of The White Hart.

Cemetery wall

Councillor Beaumont advised Councillors that although the cemetery was not within the conservation area, planning permission may be required for a replacement wall. A meeting has been arranged with a conservation Officer from E.L.D.C., Mr.I.Carrington for the following week and it was agreed Councillors Pears, Rymer and Beaumont would attend this.      

Spilsby market

Councillor Pleming gave an update on progress with negotiations over the possible takeover of Spilsby market from E.L.D.C. He had visited Newark market to look at the type of stalls which might be provided in Spilsby and felt the anchorage system which they used there, worked very well. Alison MacDonald is hoping to arrange for a demonstration of similar stalls in Spilsby market place within the next few weeks.

Grounds maintenance contract
Councillors were generally happy with the current contract subject to a change in the heading as suggested. Councillor Odling also felt a plan of the area to be maintained should be attached to the contract. It was felt that, as the current contractor was doing a good job, it might not be necessary to put the contract out for tender. The Clerk was asked to find out if this was in accordance with the Council’s Standing Orders and ‘legal’.

It was noted, however, one of the licences had yet to be returned to the Council’s Solicitors and it was therefore agreed the Finance Agreement would not be sent off until all licences had been returned.
